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The Western Australian Sports Federation (WASF) is the independent,
peak industry body for sport and active recreation in Western
Australia. With a current membership of 126 (as at 30 June 2008), this
represents in excess of 600,000 registered participants.

The purpose of WASF is to support and promote the ongoing
development of sport and active recreation in Western Australia and to
advocate for its members and the WA communities.
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! I’'m pleased to report on a progressive and productive half year for your Federation.

On 17 June 2008 the WASF Council unanimously adopted a “contemporised”
Constitution that was amended to reflect the Federation’s standing in the WA sport and
recreation industry. While this updated document took some time to finalise, it did
incorporate member’'s recommendations for improving the efficiency of the WASF
Council and Board.

As a consequence of the Council's resolution requiring a change to the WASF
financial year, my report covers the period 1 January 2008 to 30 June 2008.

The WASF Board continued work on priorities to assist in formulating our 2008-11 Strategic Plan. This was
valuable timing as it helped identify our priorities for the State Election which were conveyed to the major
parties.

WASF has been active in the community debate about access to water catchments and the initial review
process of the Department of Water Policy 13. The Federation joined with other recreation and tourism
bodies to form the WA Recreation, Sport and Tourism Alliance to ensure a coordinated approach following
the proposed closure of Logue Brook Dam. We were invited by DSR to be a member of the Recreation
Trust Fund Management Committee established to recommend project funding to assist those displaced by
the closure of Logue Brook Dam to find new locations.

WA Government and Corporate Partners

We are pleased to acknowledge the continuing support of the State Government and our strong
relationship with the Minister for Sport and Recreation, Hon. John Kobelke and his Ministerial staff. This
acknowledgement also extends to the Department of Sport and Recreation, from Director General,
Ron Alexander to the Directors and other personnel.

The Federation is also grateful to our valuable corporate partners that underpin specific operational areas
like the annual ANZ Sports Star Awards and other member's services. Our valuable partners are
individually identified further in this Annual Report.

The Board and Staff

The improvement and continuing positive performance of WASF is largely attributable to your Board and
staff who are collectively dedicated to achieving the Federation’s purpose and strategic intent. Your Board
has embraced its governance improvements and fulfilled its responsibilities. Our staff, led by CEO
Rob Thompson, very capably manages the operations and our critical relationships with members,
government, corporate and the sport and recreation industry. Rob’s willingness to personally discuss
issues with our stakeholders has lifted our performance dramatically and we thank him for that enthusiasm.

My thanks to retiring Board members Libby Woods and Kyle March for their valuable contributions and a
welcome to Linda Hamersley, Allana Slater and Paul Andrew who have volunteered to assist in guiding the
Federation.

WASF will remain vigilant to understanding, promoting and representing the aspirations of the WA sport
and recreation industry.  Achieving this will require regular communication with members hence our
upgrade of the WASF website and introduction of an eNewsletter to supplement our direct contact with you.
The WASF team is committed to continuing to work in your best interests and to influence public support for
increasing the capacity of the deliverers of sport and recreation in WA.
